Eligibility Requirements for the PCI Examination

Candidates wishing to take the PCI examination must first satisfy the following requirements:

Experience and Education

1. Five (5) years of investigations experience, with at least two (2) years in case management.

2. A high school diploma or GED equivalent. 
Applicant must not have been convicted of any criminal offense that would reflect negatively on the security profession, ASIS, or the certification program.

Disciplinary questions
· Make sure that all questions are answered.  If the answer to one or more of these questions is yes, an explanation on a signed and dated separate sheet(s) may be placed in a sealed envelope for confidentiality.  The explanation must accompany the application.

Exam Selection 

Make sure an exam location has been selected.  

Professional References
· 3 References are required

Candidate may not use anyone as a reference who falls under his/her supervision, relatives, members of the PCB, or ASIS staff.  Complete addresses and telephone numbers are required including city and state codes.

Exam Location & Date
· Must be indicated on each application.
