See Something, Say Something is not just a slogan—it is
now the basis for anti-terror campaigns all over the world.
The catch-phrase, originally created by Korey Kay & Part-
ners in New York, was designed for the Metro Transit Au-
thority in 2002. While it took some time to catch on, and
was almost dropped several times by the subway agencyj, it
is now (arguably) more prevalent than “Just Do It” which
refers to a different type of behavior.

In 1995 an Al Qaeda plot to kill the pope was foiled after
bomb-making materials were found in a hotel room in the
Philippines. More recently, many high-profile crimes in ho-
tels have made the news: Joran van der Sloot, Erin An-
drews, O.J. Simpson, and numerous other cases have
brought Hotel Security to the headlines as well as water
coolers all over the world.

The SSSS campaign is already in use in many hotels inter-
nationally and most Security Directors see it as a “no-
brainer” force multiplier. The concept simply encourages
employees to be vigilant to items, persons, and behavior
that just don’t look right and to report them. Hopefully the
days of “I don’t want to get involved” are long gone as non-
security workers take some responsibility for themselves
and for the actions of others.

The awareness campaign is
simple and inexpensive to
establish in most organiza-
tions.

The course also included a 'field trip' to the Holiday Inn in East Taipei where the stu-
dents were presented with the IHG guest and staff safety program by the people who
put it in practice in Taiwan.
