Overview of Project

The Research Council of the ASIS Foundation is commissioning reports on a series of security topics.  Each report will provide a “state of the issue” overview of a particular subject and the purpose is to educate security practitioners with scientifically-based information to which they would otherwise lack access.  The relatively brief reports will summarize the current wisdom of the field regarding their specified topics. Description of CRISP Report

The CRISP report will employ the outline detailed in the CRISP Report Guidelines and the desired length is approximately 15 single-spaced pages or 5,500 words.

Proposal
The proposal should be no longer than 2-3 pages and should follow this format:

· Proposed title 
· Synopsis of report topic

· An explanation as to why the topic would make a good CRISP paper

· Main anticipated audience

· Ways in which the report will be different/build upon other publications

· Main proposed section headings

· A short list of primary resources

· An author biography should be included as a separate document

The proposal will be reviewed by a peer before being approved.  Reviewer feedback may require revision of the proposal or result in its rejection.  Please submit your proposal and biography to:
