Annual ASIS event recognized as one of the largest tradeshows in the U.S. and Canada;

 listed among top shows for drawing decision-makers in 2006 
Alexandria, VA (May 23, 2007) – The ASIS International Annual Seminar and Exhibits was among the largest events in the U.S. and Canada last year, according to Tradeshow Week magazine, which compiled the data and recently announced the top 200 tradeshows of 2006. The ASIS event scored a full 10 percent higher in NBI than the average of all shows throughout 2006, and was the only security event recognized in the Exhibitor Magazine list of leaders.
