Las Vegas high school to receive $20,000 cash award to enhance security

Sierra Vista High School, one of the district’s largest schools with more than 3,250 students and a sizeable campus, was selected as the winning school for the level of detail it provided on its existing security plan and the feasibility and sustainability of the security enhancements it proposed in its entry. 

All submissions were judged by a committee comprised of security experts from the Las Vegas Chapter of ASIS, representatives of the Clark County School District, The Public Education Foundation and the Clark County School District Police Department. 

The Public Education Foundation, working in collaboration with the Clark County School District, will oversee the implementation of the winning school’s security enhancements to ensure maximum benefit is derived from the $20,000 award.

Sierra Vista High School will be recognized at a special awards luncheon on September 27th at the Las Vegas Convention Center.
