Dr. Gunaratna, a specialist in global security, has more than 20 years of academic, policy and operational experience in counter terrorism.  He is an expert in threat groups in the Middle East, Africa and Asia. Dr. Gunaratna is the founder of Singapore’s International Centre for Political Violence and Terrorism Research at Nanyang Technological University’s S. Rajaratnam School of International Studies.  He is the author of “Inside Al Qaeda:  Global Network of Terror” (Columbia University Press), an international bestseller.
